4. Activate your NetID ï go to http:///netid.syr.edu 

5. Access your official Syracuse University e-mail account ï visit http://its.syr.edu/email/ 

 

Once you have completed the above steps you will receive an e-mail from the Housing Office at the email 

address you provided to the Admissions Office as well as your syr.edu e-mail address confirming your 

MySlice Student Services access to the on-line application.  At this point you have access to complete the
