Additional Information and Frequently Asked Questions 
 

Cleaning Services 

Students are responsible for room cleaning. Bathrooms (only) will be cleaned once a week by 
hotel staff. A shower liner (not a shower curtain) is provided. 

Beds 

Beds are full sized. Under-bed storage is not available. Students must provide their own linens. 

Room Amenities 

Television (with cable TV) and hotel refrigerator currently in the hotel room will remain. 
Microwave is not included. Students can rent one through the Campus Store or bring their own. 
Only one Microwave is permitted per room. Coffee maker is not provided. 

Room Fixtures and Decorations 

Each room comes furnished with lamps, though students can bring their own additional lamps. 
Most rooms have three lamps provided. Each room comes furnished with a mirror and some 
framed wall decorations. These are securely mounted and must remain in the room. All existing 
room furniture must remain in the room. Students who wish to add decorations to the room 
may do so with 3m removable tape strips that can be removed without damage to the walls. 
Nails/thumbtacks are not permitted for use. 

Storage 

Each room will have a wardrobe and a closet. Students will have use of 4-drawers of storage, per 
student. 

Services 

Laundry is provided at no cost. 

A RSCO will be assigned to each floor for student safety monitoring. Each floor has two resident 
advisors. 

Student mail will be handled by the front desk of the hotel. 

There is a student lounge on the 3rd floor where a wireless printer will be available for use. 

Lazybones Delivery/Move-In 

Students will move in on the same schedule as the rest of students returning to campus on 
Friday 8/26. Check in begins at 3pm. Students who have used the Lazybones service must be 
present on move-in day for their belongings to be delivered to their room. 
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
